 On September 17 we held our third Voters meeting of the year 

and took some notable actions. Highlights from the meeting include:  

1. We approved letting the Board of Early Childhood Ministry up-

grade the kitchen facilities at Shepherdõs Little Flock and 

agreed to loan them up to $15,000 to allow this project to be 

done in the near future.  

2. The Board of Church Properties was authorized to contract for 

resealing and repainting the parking lot.  

3. The ad hoc  Renovation Committee reported that they are 

now looking for another local architectural firm since Uplands 

Design Group has told them they do not have the resources to 

do our project.  

4. I announced that the Nominating Committee was now active 

and asked that, if you are asked to serve, you will prayerfully 

consider doing so.  

5. The Committee dealing with the organ situation reported that 

the organ has been repaired to be as good, or better than, it 

was before the lightning strike. They also reported that the in-

surance company  reduced our deductible to $250 for the en-

tire lightning episode. Bills have been submitted to the insur-

ance company for all costs.
