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News From Trinity/HOPE 

Bonswa, dear brothers and sisters in Christ Jesus,  
 

òFight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made your good 

confession in the presence of many witnesses.ó 1 Timothy 6:12  These words of the Apostle Paul certainly should 

touch each of us personally and be a strong reason for us to witness and recall what took place on Calvary and 

concluded at the sight of the empty tomb.  
 

We can turn on our radio and television on Sunday morning and throughout the week here in North America and 

listen to somebody sharing the Good News in our language. Our Pastors, Vicars, teachers and our mouths have 

been prepared to share the message of salvation with our children, family, co -workers and people along our path-

ways. Very day Satan tells us to òshut up, they already know, donõt go there!!!ó Our North American culture tells us 

that the message of Hope is not needed or wanted here; it is not really important.  
 

While living in Haiti [Jay was a missionary to Haiti for more than two years] my language was 80% English and 20% 

Creole: I always needed a translator when sharing a message on Sunday morning or speaking to a group of school 

children. It was difficult as the more Creole I learned; the more I realized that some of my translators were not shar-

ing all that of the content of my message. I came to realize that Jesus needed a Haitian missionary, not a white 

North American. When I learned about Trinity/HOPE programs in the Lutheran schools, suffice to say I was overjoyed 

because these children, these Creole speaking children who were learning of God, were going to be the ones who 

will be fighting the good fight against Satan and the Voodoo priests in Haiti. Their speech, actions and witness now 

and in the coming years would be taking the news of our risen Savior Jesus Christ to the ears that have not heard 

the truth.  
 

May God continue to bless you as your gifts continue to bless the hungry children in Haiti who are being blessed 

through Trinity/HOPE. Thank you for fighting the good fight and preparing missionaries in Haiti.
